ADVANCEMENTS: The top 6 individuals and relay teams in each event of each age division will advance
to the USATF Region 9 Championships to be held July 8-11, 2010 @ Herculaneum HS- Herculaneum, MO

All advancement/entry forms for the USATF Region 9 Championships sho uld be submitted & paid
for (cash or money order only — no checks ) prior to leaving .

National Championships will be held July 27 — August 1 in Sacremento, CA. The top 3 athletes at the
Region 9 Championships will qualify for the National Championships. Additional information is available at
http://www.usatf.org/events/2008/USATFJuniorOlympicTFChampionships/.

RELAY TEAMS: Only registered 2008 USATF member clubs may enter a relay team(s). All athletes
representing the club must be affiliated with and members of that club as part of their USATF membership.
ALL Relay Rosters must be submitted during Packet Pick -up without exception.

EQUIPMENT: “House” throwing implements will be available. Personal implements will be pooled and
available to all competitors within same division. Spikes longer than 1/4” are not allowed.

EVENT CHECK-IN: Athletes must report to the bullpen 15 minutes prior to the event starting time for
declaration. Athletes will be required to remain in the designated warm-up areas after checking in. Field
events will report directly to respective event locations.

PROTESTS: There will be a $50 cash fee for all protests. Protests must be submitted in writing to the
Protest Referee at once and not later than 30 minutes after a result has been announced. The protest fee
will be refunded if the protest is upheld.

CONDUCT & FACILITY: Parkway Central High School is tobacco and alcohol free. Pets are not allowed.
Athletes and spectators shall conduct themselves in a manner which respects the rights of others and
reflects favorably upon the Ozark Association and USA Track & Field.
